Ministry Description 

1. Gardener/Landscaper: Mow, trim, weed, bark, and generally tend the church 
grounds. 

2. Painter: Paint rooms and halls on an “on call” basis. 
3. Carpenter: Repair inside and outside trim, doors, etc. Some cabinet-making and 

woodworking may also be needed. 
4. Electrician: Do electrical work, replace switches, replace hard-to-reach outside 

light fixtures. 
5. Plumber: Repair or replace cut-offs and faucets and other light plumbing repairs. 
6. Utility: Replace filters, clean furnace room, and assist where needed. 

 
Length of Commitment: From:   Through: 
    Most maintenance work is on an as-needed basis.   
    Landscaping and gardening are seasonal, with summer  
    requiring more constant care. 
 
Orientation Required: Safety training and orientation of the facilities provided  
    by the Deacons. 
 
Qualifications/Skills:  A knowledge of specific skills is needed in each of the  
    above described areas. Most volunteers already have the  
    skills needed. 
 
Benefit to the Volunteer: You will experience satisfaction in knowing that you are  
    serving the Lord through your proper care of church  
    property.
